The Uplifted Life

At the end of this week's parashah is the mitzvah not to eat shekatzim
and remasim, to which the Torah adds:n1¥n pIRN DINR NPYHD N IN D
R YITP 2 DYTH DN DPYRY 027 mnY —Iam Hakadosh Baruch Hu
who raised you from the land of Mitzrayim to be your G-d, and you shall
be holy because I am holy. Rashi notes that when the Torah mentions
Yetzias Mitzrayim, it usually uses the wording m7¥n PIRN DINR RXINN
—Hashem took you out of Mitzrayim, whereas here, the Torah says nynn
D¥N PIRN DINR, who raised you from Mitzrayim. Rashi, citing Tanna D'vei
Rabbi Yishmael, explains that Hashem said, “Had I taken the Yidden out
of Mitzrayim only because they don't defile themselves with shekatzim
and remasim like other nations, that would have been enough of a merit.”

The famed maggid Rav Yankele Galinsky finds this statement perplexing.
He notes that the Yidden were given certain mitzvos already before they
went to Mitzrayim, as the Rambam teaches (Hilchos Melachim 9:1) that
Avraham Avinu was commanded regarding the mitzvah of milah, Yitzchak
regarding maaser, and Yaakov regarding gid hanasheh. Later, in Mitzrayim,
Amram was commanded to perform additional mitzvos, and eventually
Moshe Rabbeinu came and brought the remainder of the 613 mitzvos to
Klal Yisrael. If Amram was given certain mitzvos in Mitzrayim, why was it
necessary forKlal Yisrael to leave Mitzrayim in order to receive the mitzvah
of shekatzim and remasim? If the whole point of Yetzias Mitzrayim was
so that we could refrain from eating shekatzim and remasim, couldn’t we
have stayed in Mitzrayim and received that mitzvah there? Why is this the
merit for which we were taken out of Mitzrayim?

This is what Rashiis addressing when he highlights the unusual wording
of m¥n pIRn DNy NyYna. In order for us to receive this mitzvah not
to eat shekatzim and remasim, we needed to be uplifted, to experience a
spiritual upgrade, which happened when we left Mitzrayim.

The Alter of Kelm used to say that a cat is able to drink spoiled milk
without getting sick; it can actually enjoy the spoiled milk. A human, on
the other hand, is more delicate and sensitive, and cannot digest spoiled
food. Similarly, a Yid has an additional sensitivity to shekatzim and remasim,
a special quality that makes his system more delicate.

On the passuk in Parashas Acharei Mos that says: D30 IR nYynd
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VYN RY "1 DPaY? YR, Rashi comments that the Egyptians were the
most depraved of any of the nations, and Goshen, the part of Mitzrayim
where the Yidden lived, was the most depraved area of Mitzrayim. When
Klal Yisrael lived in Mitzrayim, where they reached the forty-ninth level of
tumah, they did not have this extra sensitivity to shekatzim and remasim,
and they couldn't be commanded not to eat those things. But when
Hakadosh Baruch Hu took them out of Mitzrayim and uplifted them -
DINR NYYnn - they gained the added refinement that made shekatzim
and remasim unsuitable for them.

Perek Shirah states that shratzim praise Hashem with the passuk:nn®?
D202 3P X N2 PYYA HRIW. Perhaps the meaning of this praise is that
Klal Yisrael should rejoice in the fact that Hashem made them different
from the other nations and raised them to a level where they are unable
to ingest shratzim. This is the maalah that the Torah is referring to when
it says that Hashem raised us from Mitzrayim.

Do Chukim Invite Mockery or Respect?

This week we also read Parashas Parah, the third of the four parashiyos
that we read before Pesach. The Yerushalmi teaches that these four
parashiyos correspond to the four leshonos of geulah and to the four
cups of wine we drink at the Seder. We are allowed to drink between the
first three cups of wine, but between the third and fourth cup, drinking is
forbidden. Similarly, there can never be a separation before Parashas Parah
and Parashas Hachodesh, which are always read on consecutive weeks.

Parashas Parah is prefaced with the words: n7ym70 npn nNKT, and Rashi
comments that since the Satan and the nations of the world mock Klal
Yisrael by asking what is the purpose of this mitzvah, Hashem wrote in the
Torah thatitis a chukah, a Divine decree that we have noright to question.

But how does this address the mockery of the nations? They are
claiming that the mitzvah is nonsensical, so what good does it do to tell
them that it's a chok?

Furthermore, in Parashas Va'eschanan, the Torah states: nr Yy onnw

NI Y730 M0 NI DI DY P. This passuk seems to be saying that our
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adherence to chukim, specifically, cause the nations to consider us wise.
This appears to be in direct contradiction to Rashi's statement that the
nations deride Klal Yisrael for observing a chukah.

Perhaps we can explain this seeming contradiction with the Gemara's
statement (Berachos 33b): 1R PRIV ...7ANT WP NAX 1P HY IIRD -
if someone davens that Hashem should have mercy on us just as He has
mercy on birds (since He commands us to do shiluach hakein), we silence
him. According to one opinion in the Gemara, the reason we silence him is
that he is saying that Hashem's mitzvos are functions of His compassion,
when really they are Divine decrees — chukim, as Rashi says. By following
these chukim, Rashi adds, we show that we are Hashem's servants and
follow His decrees — even those that the Satan and the nations question
and consider unnecessary.

Accordingly, when the Satan and the nations mock us for fulfilling the
mitzvah of parah adumah and other commandments that don't seem to
make sense, our answer is that these are Hashem’s chukim — we're not
deciding of our own accord to fulfill them, but rather following Hashem’s
instructions. Had we decided on our own to make a parah adumah, the
nations’ derision might be justified; how can we do something without
understanding why we're doing it? Therefore, our answer to them is that
are we doing it because we are avdei Hashem; He gave us this chok and
that's why we're doing it. And that is the greatest compliment to us, for
it shows that our lives are governed not necessarily by what we feel is
right, but by the Ribbono Shel OIam’s rules. Hashem is our King, and

An All-Encompassing Torah

The Gemara (Kiddushin 31) records the story of Dama ben Nesinah,
who refused to awaken his father when the chachamim approached him to
buy a stone for the choshen, and lost the opportunity to earn a handsome
profit. The next year, Hashem rewarded him by causing a parah adumah
to be born among his cattle. When the chachamim approached him again
to buy his parah adumah, he told them, “I know that if I would ask you
for all the money in the world you would give it to me, but I'm only going
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to ask for the amount of money I lost on the deal when I didn't want to
awaken my father.” Why, asks Ben Yehoyada, was Dama ben Nesinah
rewarded specifically with a parah adumah? He explains that when this
gentile exhibited such outstanding kibbud av, it caused a kitrug against
Klal Yisrael. Hakadosh Baruch Hu therefore caused a parah adumah to be
born among Dama'’s cattle to prove that Klal Yisrael are willing to pay any
money in the world not only for a mitzvah that is understandable, like
kibbud av, but even for a mitzvah that is not understandable, like parah
adumah. This willingness to spend unlimited money on parah adumah
was an expression of Klal Yisrael's greatness as avdei Hashem who keep
His chukim even though we don't understand them.

The reason the Torah says n7/Rp NpN NXT, and not 1990 NPN NXT, is
that chukim like parah adumah reveal our attitude to the entire Torah. We
accepted the entire Torah because we are avdei Hashem, and this identity
encompasses our entire lives.

The Alter of Slabodka related that when Aristotle’s student once
knocked at his door and received no response, he assumed that his
teacher must be in his library, so he went to the library but did not find
Aristotle. The student called Aristotle’s name, but there was no answer.
Finally, the student found Aristotle eating, engrossed in his food. When
the student asked him why he had not answered them, he replied that
when he studies and philosophizes, he is Aristotle, but when he eats heis
not Aristotle—“Now I'm eating.” AYid, in contrast, is an eved Hashem 24/7
and follows Hashem's commandments faithfully, regardless of whether
he understands them.

On Pesach, we express our joy at having become servants of Hashem
instead of slaves to Pharaoh: ny19 »1ay 85 ‘0 »7ay 195n. Our identity as
avdei Hashem is our greatest praise, and we are proud that we are zocheh
to do Hashem’s mitzvos.

This is the taharah of Klal Yisrael, the taharah of parah adumah thatis a
preparation and prelude to Pesach and Yetzias Mitzrayim, when Hashem
uplifted us—o>7%n Y81 DINKR NPV —to make us worthy of that taharah.

May we be zocheh to recognize our maalos.
