The Hidden Power of Every ]ew

Harav Hagaon Ehmelech Reznick Shhta

The Gemara in Chullin teaches that an allusion to Mordechai is found
in Parashas Ki Sisa, in the words 777 71, which the Targum renders as
R27T RPN, This 1177 0 was one of the spices in the shemen hamishchah,
and the Rishonim wonder what exactly it was.

The Rambam, in Hilchos Klei Hamikdash, says that it was blood from a
non-kosher animal. The Poskim discuss this I'halachah, questioning how
something tamei could be used for the shemen hamishchah. They explain
that the blood underwent a process that removed the tumah from it and
rendered it tahor. Yet the question remains: Why was this W77 91 used
specifically for the shemen hamishchah, which the Torah calls nnyn jpv
WTp? This holy shemen hamishchah was used to sanctify the Mishkan,
the keilim and the kohanim, and we would think that only something
completely tahor would be suitable for this purpose.

Furthermore, it seems strange that this 71997 91, of all things, is the
Torah's allusion to Mordechai. Of all the spices in the shemen hamishchah,
the one that evokes Mordechai is the one that comes from a tamei, non-
kosher source?

In his introduction to the Reiach Dudaim Haggadah, the author raises
these questions and offers a beautiful insight, based on a Midrash in
Parashas Chukas regarding the parah adumah. On the passuk in Iyov: 117 ’n
TR N2 RNV MNY, the Midrash brings various examples of something tahor
emerging from something tamei: Avraham from Terach, Chizkiyahu from
Achaz, and Mordechai from Shimi ben Geira, who cursed Dovid Hamelech.

This indicates that Hakadosh Baruch Hu implanted taharah in every
aspect of Creation, even those that are tamei. Every single person, regardless
of where he comes from, can use every middah of his to serve Hashem,
and can be metaher even the parts of him that are tamei.

The holy shemen hamishchah needed to contain specifically the 9n
77, which came from something tamei, to teach us never to give up
on something or someone, no matter how tamei they appear. Even if a
person has a middah that is tamei, it can be turned into something that's
kodesh kodashim.

Mordechai did not stem from prestigious yichus. He came from Shimi
ben Geira, an adam tamei. Yet Mordechai's koach was Xpvn Tnv 1m? ',
to take the 77 71 and be metaher it.
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Strengthening and Extending Friendship

On Purim, there is an emphasis on increasing friendship, through the
mitzvos of Mishloach Manos and Matanos La'evyonim. The meforshim
explain that through these mitzvos, we are trying to show that Haman's
observation that the Yidden are 1991 7190 is untrue, and that friendship
and unity do exist among us.

The Alshich notes at the end of the Megillah that at first, the Yidden
living at the time of the nes Purim observed the mitzvah of Mishloach
Manos, which is done with friends: 1np7% wR. Only afterward was the
mitzvah of Matanas La'evyonim instituted. The Poskim, and even the
mechaber, seem to indicate that the mitzvah of Mishloach Manos is
specifically done with friends, not with strangers or people with whom
you are not friendly. The focus here is not to develop friendship, but rather
to increase existing friendship.

When a person makes a simchah—awedding, a bar mitzvah—he invites
all his friends. Why? Not because he wants to extend kindness to his friends,
but rather, because he can only enjoy his simchah fully if all of his friends
and relatives are present. When someone is really happy, he shares his
joy with his friends, and their participation makes his simchah complete.

On Purim, we celebrate the simchah of the nes that Hakadosh Baruch
Hu did for us. The ultimate expression of simchah is to throw a party: you
invite family and friends, and you wine them and dine them to the best of
your ability. You also send them presents, which we do with our Mishloach
Manos. All this is our way of expressing our happiness to the Eibishter.

The Leket Yosher brings down a puzzling statement. On Purim, he says,
you don't say thank you. I was thinking that perhaps the explanation s as
follows. When you go to someone’s wedding and share in their simchah,
who thanks whom? The baal hasimchah thanks you for coming and
enjoying yourself, for dancing, eating, and making the simchah leibedik.
Similarly, the purpose of Mishloach Manos is to show our simchah and
share it with our friends.

Originally, as the Alshich notes, Klal Yisrael were given the mitzvah of
Mishloach Manos, and later, Mordechai instituted the obligation of giving
Matanos La'evyonim. The purpose of this second mitzvah was to include
in our simchah even people who are not our friends: to give to everyone.
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The reason for this, says the Alshich, is to counteract Haman's persecution
of the Yidden. Haman did not discriminate in his hatred of the Yidden: he
wanted to annihilate all Jews equally. Accordingly, the friendship and love
we demonstrate on Purim s to every Yid, just by virtue of the fact that he
is a Yid. That's the concept of ¥ mIn 1 vwan Y.

Taking this idea further, the Mishnah Berurah notes in Shaar Hatziyun
that he is unsure whether you are yotzei the mitzvah of Mishloach Manos
if you don't send it with a shaliach, since the term used for the mitzvah is
mishloach, sending. (Personally, I always send one Mishloach Manos with
a shaliach and deliver one myself, on the chance that it is not necessary
to send a shaliach, in which case doing the mitzvah in person would be
preferable: Ymbwan a0y 12 mxn.) Why would this mitzvah require a
shaliach? The meforshim say it's because sending Mishloach Manos with
a shaliach increases friendship. How is that?

Perhaps the idea is that although we do send Mishloach Manos to our
friends, we don't want to keep this mitzvah exclusive and limit it to people
who are already in our social circle. When you appoint a shaliach to deliver
your Mishloach Manos, you bring him into your friendship.

Let's say someone would bring you a gift of hundred dollars from a friend
of yours and say, “So-and-so asked me to give this to you.” The next time
you would see this erstwhile messenger in the street you would greet him
warmly, because you have good feelings toward him ever since he brought
you the gift. Similarly, although the primary goal of Mishloach Manos is to
strengthen existing friendships, we don't keep those friendships cliquey;
rather, we extend the friendship further by including the shaliach.

Revealing Hashem’s Presence

Aswe know, Hashem'’s Name does not appear in the Megillah explicitly.
Chazal teach, however, that the word Hamelech alludes to Hashem.
Furthermore, in certain places in the Megillah the letters Yud-Kei-Vav-Kei
appear as a pattern. One of these places is the phrase: ) M nyR nr 57,
whose final four words end with the letters Yud-Kei-Vav-Kei in reverse order.

Any time we find the letters of Hashem’s Name hidden in the Megillah,
it is an indication that a certain revelation of Hashem took place at that
particular juncture. What kind of revelation was happening at this point
in the Megillah, when Haman was cooking up his plot against Klal Yisrael?

Perhaps we can explain this as follows. Haman had everything
he could possibly want: wealth, prestige, sons. He was the second
most important person in the world, after Achashverosh. Yet because
Mordechai would not bow down to him, he felt that everything he

had was worthless: » MY 1R N1 Y.

When Haman walked by, Mordechai did not bow down, but rather gave
him a wink of sorts and said, “Listen Haman, I know what's emes, and
everything you have here is complete sheker.” After Mordechai showed
him the emes - that the Eibishter exists, and that everything else is
meaningless before Him — Haman lost all his satisfaction in life, and all
of his taavah for kavod went up in smoke. Through Mordechai's refusal to
bow down to Haman, Hashem’s glory was revealed, and that is why the
Name of Hashem is intertwined in those particular words.

Inasimilarvein, some of the people who used to travel with Rav Aharon
Leib Shteiman commented that when you were around him, you had no
geshmak in food or gashmius. Just seeing his simplicity and prishus and
the truth of his avodah made all other pursuits seem meaningless.

Had Mordechai harbored even a one-percent safek whether he was
allowed to bow down to Haman, then even had he decided to be machmir
and not bow down, his refusal to bow would not have had this effect on
Haman. Only because Haman saw Mordechai’s strength and absolute
conviction of mNPW? X9 12 KY did that truth stare him in the face,
to the point that he felt he must eradicate Mordechai and everything he
represents. As the Gaon teaches, only if a person gets rid of emes can he
live a life of sheker.

When Haman discovered that Mordechai is a Yid - &30 998 0n% 730 %2
»7377? — he understood that it's not enough to kill Mordechai; he has to kill
Mordechai's whole nation. This koach of Mordechai, Haman realized, is in
the genes of every Jew, and even if he gets rid of Mordechai, another Yid
will pop up with this koach. Yidden are insistent about doing Hashem's
will, and that's true for every Yid, tahor and tamei alike, regardless of who
they are and where they come from.

Haman was o730 99 77%, and the simchah we have on Purim and
take along with us afterward comes from realizing that each one of us
possesses the koach of Mordechai, the koach that Haman detested, and
sought to eradicate by killing every single Yid.

On Purim, we have an obligation to become drunk: y1> 857 7v. When
people have different desires, that leads to discord and separation, but
when we become drunk, all the barriers break down, and our love for every
Yid is expressed. When we're drunk, we treat people equally and we love
everyone. That's the expression of love and brotherhood that Purim brings
out, as we realize the gadlus of every single Yid.
